National Cycle Network
National Cycle Network Route 
number 68, is Derby to Berwick-
upon-Tweed Pennine Cycle Way 
which passes by the site entrance.

You can also cycle from the site 
along the Sandstone Way.

Bamburgh

Rothbury
The River Coquet meanders 
through the centre, offering 
pleasant walks.

Local routes
Branton Lakes nature reserve is 
next to the site, perfect for strolls 
and viewing the wildlife from the 
bird hides.
Take in the sea air with a walk 
along the Northumberland 
coastal path, following stunningly 
beautiful coastline towards 
Berwick-upon-Tweed.
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Northumberland Coastal Path
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Take the riverside walk to Ingram;  
Valley Cottage Cafe is dog-friendly and 
has a display of the Ingram Valley forts 
and settlements.

Visit the Preston Pele tower near 
Chathill, it’s steeped in history.

A walk to the Linhope Spout waterfall  
is very pretty. 

Bamburgh is a lovely village. The castle 
is outstanding and the beach is fantastic.

Bring boots and binoculars to take 
advantage of the surrounding area,  
the walks, scenery and bird life.

Wooler has a fantastic butchers along 
with other lovely independent shops.

The Bosk restaurant is a mile away in 
Branton village.

The nearby Ingram Valley offers an 
abundant choice of walks of all lengths. 
The scenery is lovely and the peace of 
the area offers enjoyment to all ages.

Make use of the mobile fish and chip 
van that visits site, it is very reasonable 
and extremely good.
